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e World Water Day is an international
observance day. The intention is to inspire people
around the world to learn more about water-related
issues and to take action to make a difference.

o Relevant issues include water scarcity, water pollution, inadequate
water supply, lack of sanitation, and the impacts of climate change
(which is set to be the theme of World Water Day 2020). The
day brings to light the inequality of access to WASH services
and the need to assure the human right to water and
sanitation.

o The focus on universal access to clean water, sanitation
and hygiene (WASH) is in line with the targets of
Sustainable Development Goal 6. The UN World Water
Development Report (WWDR) is released each year around
World Water Day.
