A.M. to 12.30 P.M. at Dr. Abdul Kalam Science Centre and Planetarium, Lawspet, Puducherry.  

School student from various schools - four Government and four Private schools were grouped into 

two teams consisting of four students each (one team supporting and other opposing the motion) 

participated in the event. Thiru. R. Bharathiraja, Trained Graduate Teacher, Govt. Higher Secondary 

School, Ariyur moderated the debate competition. The students presented their arguments with great 

enthusiasm and demonstrated impressive debating skills. 

 Cash awards were announced for the winning teams, with the First Prize of ₹ 3,000/- and the Second 

Prize of ₹ 2,000/-, which will be disbursed through NEFT.  

84 students from Genius School of Excellence Higher Secondary School, Ariyankuppam (52 students) 

and Brainy Blooms Concept Higher Secondary School (32 students) attended the event as audience.
