Minutes of the Public Hearing conducted on 10.04.2025 at Multipurpose Hall, Polagam
for the Proposed Expansion of Caustic Soda (54750 MT/Annum to 109500 MT/Annum)
& Ethylene Dichloride (84000 MT/Annum to 146000 MT/Annum) by M/s. Chemplast

Sanmar Ltd, Vanjore village, T.R Pattinam Commune, Karaikal.

The Public Hearing was convened on 10.04.2025 under the Chairmanship of
Thiru. Arjun Ramakrishnan, District Collector (In charge).

)8 At the outset, Dr. N. Ramesh, Member Secretary, Puducherry Pollution Control
Committee, Department of Science, Technology and Environment welcomed the gathering and
outlined the procedure for conducting Public Hearing. He informed that public comments and
views about the project will be recorded and submitted to the Ministry of Environment, Forest

and Climate Change.

3. The District Collector (In charge) commenced the public hearing by welcoming the
gathering. He stated that the presence of huge gathering shows the inclination towards
environment protection. Establishment of new industries or expansion of existing industrial
projects provide job opportunities. At the same time, they should not pollute the environment
such as land, water and air. The operation of the industry should not affect the health and
livelihood of the people. The Public consultation organized by District Administration and
Puducherry Pollution Control Committee is not for favoring or opposing anybody. He
requested the public to utilize this consultation process to express their views / opinions, and
M/s. Chemplast Sanmar Ltd shall clarify and provide scientific solutions. The views or concern
raised will be recorded during the public hearing. He requested all participants to cooperate in

smooth and peaceful manner for success of the public hearing.

4. On behalf of the Project Proponent, Dr. Rama Krishnan, EIA consultant, M/s. Aqua-
Air Environmental Engineers Priv-atg Limited made a detailed presentation about the project
proposal. He explained about the details of the project location and informed that no additional
land is required. The additional power requirement will be met out through the Puducherry
Electricity Department. He stated that the water requirement for the project expansion will be

met only through Desalination plant. The effluent generated will be treated through Effluent
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treatment plant, Multiple Effect Evaporator (MEE), Reverse osmosis system. The treated water
shall be reused for the process and no effluent will be discharged outside the premises. He
explained that necessary control measures such as Air pollution control devices like scrubber
will be provided for the proposed activity. He stated that budget allocation of Rs. 41.29 Crore
is planned for environment management plan. He stated that as per the Corporate
Environmental Responsibility Rs. 1.875 Crores will be spent as part of expansion activity. He
informed about the sourcing of raw materials for caustic soda and ethylene dichloride. He
explained the Baseline environmental data carried out by them for air, water, soil and noise
during July —September 2022 and briefed on the status. He also explained the possible source
of pollution from the project expansion and its control measures and treatment system provided
for air emission, sewage and effluent generation. He also explained the hazardous waste
generated from the operation, and that it will be disposed through PPCC authorized disposal
facilities. He said that the existing safety management system will be continued for the
proposed project. The company is also creating awareness to the local public on the safety
aspects through carrying out mock drills in coordination with the district administration.
Adequate safety measures are provided in Ethylene Storage and Chlorine Storage Area. He
briefed about the details of Environmental Management Plan like Air Pollution Control
systems, Effluent Treatment Plant, Sewage Treatment Plant, Waste management, Green Belt
and Corporate Environmental responsibility. He informed that the project has potential to
provide direct employment for 200 persons and indirect employment of 250 persons. He also

briefed about the developmental activities carried through Corporate Social Responsibility.

Sk After the presentation, the Member Secretary, Puducherry Pollution Control Committee

invited the participants to offer their views/ suggestions about the proposal.

6. The views/ suggestions of the public are summarized below:

L The operation of industry is polluting the air, land and water in the village and the
environment is not protected.

Arasalar is getting contaminated due to discharge of sewage.

He raised concern that the piles in the sea shore are not removed.

The industry is not providing any employment opportunities to the graduates in the
villages.

In this regard, he informed that 140 families have signed the petition against the
unit not to expand the project from the village and handed over the same to the

District Collector (In charge) for examination.

The public hearing is not conducted during inception of Kothari Sugar and
Chemical industries and right now happening since it is a chemical industry.

He vehemently stated that no expansion shall be provided to the unit and to reduce
the existing production capacity of the unit.

The industry/ Government officials have not provided any precautionary measures/
training to the habitants of village in case of emergency.

The polluting activities of the unit will be submitted as report to Puducherry
Pollution Control Committee and same has to be taken into consideration by the
authorities.

Demanded that the expansion project shall not be implemented.

In 2003, the Chemplast Sanmar Ltd was started and the villagers had objected to
the start of the industry. since its highly polluting and manufacturing dangerous
chemicals.

The District Collector and the former ML A had promised during inception that no
impact will happen from the industry and then the villagers had compromised.
However, during Tsunami no government officials had visited the village. The
industry had helped 84 families through provision of money, rice for four months

and fishing nets.

The expansion of the industry shall not be allowed since it will affect the entire
Karaikal.

If the industries expansion happens, the protest will occur against the establishment

The information of Public Hearing was not received to the village in proper
channel.

500The information was not conveyed through the VAO to the villagers.

The news information was not published in the Puducherry or Tamilnadu edition.
The MLA had told him that his views were not taken into account by the
Government.

For the above reasons, they had organized a protest on 09.04.2025.

A public complaint on M/s. Vaigai Chlorates was submitted to PPCC and no action
has been taken.

The project proponent has not briefed about the impact of the industry like
information on air, water and land pollution.

Due to the impact of the industry, the climate change and health issues such as heart
problem, Blood Pressure, Central Nervous system, cancer, have emerged, and 55
years elderly people are suffering from skin diseases.

Questioned the authorities that why M/s. Chemfab Alkalis had been established

without public hearing.

The industry is not pfoviding any jobs to the local people to at least protect the life
and livelihood of the people.

The petition signed by the villagers is submitted to the District Collector (In
charge).

He stated that employee of the company who was also a friend of his had severe
lung issues due to the industry.

And informed that no occupational PPE is provided to the employees. Due to
handling of chemical sludge the employee’s health got affected.

The Effluent treatment plant is not in operation. The wastewater is being discharge
in Puravadayanar river without any treatment.

The employees of the industry are not willing to stay in the vicinity of the industry.
Hence the employee quarters had been demolished.

During Gaja Cyclone in the month of November 2018, M/s. Jyothy Chlorates
chimney had got damaged. Since then the unit has not provided the chimney and
from night 2 to 6 a.m the unit is releasing air emission.

M/s. Jyothy Chlorates Construction debris are being dumped in nearby agricultural
land.

The rainwater with Potassium chlorate contamination reached the agricultural field

in turn causing pollution in the water table and land.

Vanjore village is being used as experimental field/ test field for all types of

industries.

The agricultural lands have been gradually reduced and now entirely converted to

industrial land.

The industry is not providing any jobs to the local people.

The general public is subjected to several health issues due to the pollution from the

industry.

During the pillar removal in the unit (decommissioning), an employee’s safety

shoes got corroded and affected the employee’s leg. After the working hours, the
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employee has reached his home and took rest in night during which the leg turned
blue color due to toxicity of chemical. And no doctors had any clue about the issue
and no treatment was available in the public hospital. And the industry has prov1ded
a blue colored injection which had cured the employee.

vi. The land and water pollution is causing several skin diseases and fungal issues in
skin to the local people.

vii. The palm trees are tolerant species which are not able to survive in the soil.

viii. Thanked the opportunity for arrangement of public hearing and providing a

platform to people for raising their concern.

M/s. Kothari Sugar and Chemical industries had commenced its operation in
industrial area of the Vanjore village and then continued by M/s. Chemplast Sanmar
Limited.

He informed that M/s. Chemplast Sanmar helped in improving economic growth.
And through CSR funds, the industry had helped the surrounding villages.

He stated that no complaints were received that the industry is polluting the
environment.

The speaker was however interrupted by the general public as he is not a local
person and hence he cannot submit his views. Accordingly, to avert any further

issues, opportunity was provided to next person.

Earlier, there used to be 1000 families inhabiting the village which has reduced to
130 villages because of poor environmental conditions.

Claimed that the village people used to be heathy and usually have longer life span.
Due to pollution, the current generation life span of the inhabitants of the village
has reduced. And nearly 6 people have died because of breast cancer in the village.
The future generation will not be able to survive in the village due to poor
environmental conditions because of industry.

The industry expansion should not be allowed and it worsens the existing situation.

The industry is discharging the effluent in the Purvadaiyanar river.

Several occasions it is noticed that the cattle has died by consuming the water from
polluted river.

The unit is causing air pollution due to poisonous gas release which is affecting the
plantation and also causing several health issues such as breast cancer, brain proper
and Central nervous system issues. It is also causing lack of sleep due to brain
disease. Miscarriages have happened to pregnant women due to pollution caused by
the industries.

It can be noticed that sometime there is yellowish color discharge in the river from
their pipeline.

He objected to the unit’s production expansion proposal.

He informed that due to operation of industry, several diseases are being caused to
general public like cancer, jaundice and knee issues in elderly people.

The industry is releasing toxic gas every once in 3 or 6 months into air during which
black color cloud appearance can be noticed in the sky.

The PIPDIC land was allowed to only setup micro, small and medium size
industries. However large chemical industries are being setup.

The industries pollution has resulted in reduction of large numbers of cattle due to
reduction in the grazing land.

The expansion project is not welcomed.

The District Administration shall ensure residence of the officials in the same
village within vicinity of the industry.

The participant questioned whether the MLA, Neravy was invited or not invited for
the public hearing.

He also requested the officials to inspect the industry and submit the factual report
to MoEFCC.

Whether the public hearing is conduct for the sake of public to share their view or
it is used as opportunity to impose the statements as required for the establishment
of the industry.

Why did the VAO or other Government officials not publicize the event in the
village? Why is the Public relation officer, Chemplast Sanmar Limited representing
and publicizing?

At the entrance of the industries, several road accidents are happening.

The unit is not providing any job. He also mentioned that the employment is only
for construction work.

He informed that the M/s. Chemfab Alkalis public hearing did not happen since it
is located within PIPDIC area.

The Canal near the industry is not being cleared by the PWD, irrigation or
commune Panchayat. The unit is discharging the effluent into it. A culvert
construction may be provided to avoid blockage of the agricultural canal.

M/s. Kothari Sugar and Chemical industries had left waste acid in pit which is not
removed and the cattle fell down in the pit.

The Commune Panchayat are not collecting any tax from the M/s. Adani operated
port and no action has been taken against it.

As per the existing Government Order, the CSR funds are required to be used in

concurrence with the District Collector for the welfare of the people.
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(27). Thiru. Ramesh Prabhakaran

i Stated that the issues are being recorded online through videography and the
corporate officials also are aware of the public hearing. Hence, necessary action
will be taken and problems will be sorted out through corporate office.

ii.  He stated that the industry had helped during COVID 19 by supplying medical
oxygen from his company.

iii.  He also pointed out that in agriculture, they use necessary items like PVC pipes,
equipments etc which are manufactured from raw materials of the industry.

iv. At this stage, the public agitated and stated that he is not from the local people

hence he should not be given an opportunity and same shall not be accepted.

7. After the public assembled had expressed their views and objections, Dr. N. Ramesh,
Member Secretary summarized the views of the public stating that the public hearing is an
opportunity to know the realistic issues caused by the industry. And he also clarified that the
industry has obtained necessary permission from the Ministry of Environment, Forest and
Climate Change and urged the public can view the document which will be placed at the local
office. The permissions are not granted for only production purpose which also have several
conditions for protection of the environment such as provision of effluent treatment plant and
other control measures for various sources. He also stated that the Senior Scientific officer and
the Environmental Engineer had met the local MLA and briefed about the project to avoid

ambiguous information.

8. In addition to it, there will be further course of actions such as the industry will be asked
to install the online continuous emission monitoring system for air emission and will be
displayed at the entrance gate of the factory within a week for public information. It is assured
that the discharge of effluent if any to the river will be stopped immediately. He informed that
the Health department will be requested to conduct health assessment of the villagers to

understand the health impacts.

9. He also informed that the views of the public are recorded in videography, audio and
the petitions submitted before, during and after the event will be submitted along with the

minutes to the Ministry for their perusal which will be taken into consideration.
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10.  In continuation, District Collector (In charge) Thiru. Arjun Ramakrishnan also made
concluding remarks that the Government has defined the procedure for conduct of Public
Hearing as a part of decision making for a project. The public hearing acts as a platform
between the Industry and public to provide their views and get clarified. And also informed
that as a democratic country, several Acts and Rules have been framed by the Governments
based on the public demands. The public criticism is a key requirement even for objection of
the industry and which will be well taken while decision making. He also clarified that the
public need not doubt the credibility of the process and stated that it is responsibility of the
Government to follow the rules and regulation to ensure transparency of the process. If there
is any lapse in the process then Hon’ble Courts can be approached to stop the project. He
reiterated that the Government also works for the people welfare, and the views suggested will
be considered and accordingly the minutes will be recorded and forwarded to the Ministry.
Finally, he thanked the general public and all the gathering for successful conduct of the event
and ended the public hearing,
